Through the Manna for Many Food Distribution Program, The JOSHUA Foundation aims to im-

prove the nutrition of undernourished elderly men and women and the disabled in the District of
Columbia. Proper nutrition will allow these men and women to enjoy quality lives and to sustain

decent health and growth; thus, reducing the onset of degenerative illnesses among the elderly.
Mon-perishable supplemental foods will be distributed monthly to eligible households.
